They provide comprehensive
and complete personal information, while saving time and effort in solving urgent problems,
requests and requirements related to health, education, property, employment, pensions, so-
cial assistance, etc. Population registers have also proven their effectiveness in recent rounds
of population and housing censuses. Northern European countries are pioneers in the crea-
tion and use of population register systems. The relevance of the article for Ukraine is due to:
the active development of various registers, which, however, interact poorly with each other
and do not constitute a holistic system; the need to take into account the experience of ad-
vanced countries in creating a full-fledged system of registers.

The purpose of the article is to summarize the experience of northern European coun-
tries in the creation and operation of register systems and to determine the role of the central
population register as one of the basic registers.

The novelty of the article lies in a generalized and comparative analysis of the register
systems of the Nordic countries, a study of the role of the central population register and
other basic and specialized registers as providers of information about the population.

Research methods: systems analysis, scientific generalization, comparative analysis,
methods of research of complex systems.

The article investigates the general aspects of the creation and use of population regis-
ters in Northern Europe. A characteristic feature of northern European countries, in con-
trast to Ukraine, is the systematic in creation of separate registers, when a certain admi-
nistrative register immediately determines the place in the general system and the relation-
ship with other, primarily basic, registers. The example of two of the most advanced countries
in this issue - Denmark and Norway — analyzes the measures to create systems of personal
identification numbers and the practice of using these numbers in registry systems. Examples
of subsystems of health and education registers, as well as some other registers containing
personalized information, are given.

Based on the experience of northern European countries, proposals are formulated
to create a real functioning system of registers in Ukraine.

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EXTERNAL LABOR MIGRATION
FROM UKRAINE: THE IMPACT OF COVID-19

The article is devoted to the assessment of the impact of COVID-19 on the tendencies of
external labor migration from Ukraine. The relevance of the work is due to the limited
analytical research on population migration during the pandemic. Until the beginning of
2020, changes in the formation of external labor migration flows occurred mainly under
the influence of the internal situation in the country and the transformation of Ukraine’s
political relations with certain foreign countries, but under COVID-19, the trends of exter-
nal labor migration from Ukraine have changed radically for reasons independent of the
socio-economic situation in Ukraine. The purpose of the article is to assess the changes in
the scale of labor migration due to COVID-19 and to determine the prospects for external
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labor migration of Ukrainians. Relevant analytical developments became the basis for the
formation of recommendations for adjusting the migration policy of Ukraine in the pan-
demic and post-pandemic periods. The novelty of the study is to determine the impact of
COVID-19 on the parameters of external labor migration from Ukraine and to assess pro-
bable perspective future transformations of migration trends. Abstract-logical and systematic
approaches, the method of expert assessments are used in the study.

The analysis of the migration situation in Ukraine in recent years is carried out, the
latest changes in the directions and scales of external labor migration are identified. The
tendencies of international population movement after the beginning of the COVID-19
pandemic are analyzed. Prospects for external migration of the population of Ukraine are
determined. The future of this process will depend on the pace of economic recovery in Eu-
rope and the world at large and the local demand for labor from other countries. It is probable
that the employment structure of Ukrainian labor migrants will change by type of activity:
migrants who were not employed in agriculture before the pandemic will not resume work so
soon, and those who remained in the recipient countries will try to find employment in
agriculture and related activities. The geography of working trips will also change, and a new
reorientation of some migrants is probable — from Eastern Europe to Western Europe, es-
pecially Germany and the United Kingdom, which are far ahead of traditional Ukrainian
employment countries (Poland, the Czech Republic and even Italy) in terms of wages.

A key element of the policy of keeping some migrants in Ukraine is a radical non-dec-
larative change in the state’s attitude to small and medium-sized businesses. It is necessary to
involve representatives of small and medium business to public policy, including policy of
withdrawal from quarantine, business support. Effective business support programs should
also be implemented, in particular following the example of EU countries. For those migrants
who, even under the best conditions, are not interested in starting a business in Ukraine, a
strategy is needed to ensure that, on the one hand, these people are not lost to Ukraine,
and on the other hand, to get the most out of working with the diaspora. This will help
both to improve the situation in the economy and to improve the image and strengthen
Ukraine’s influence in the world.

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THE INFLUENCE OF EMPLOYMENT ABROAD
ON CHILDBEARING BEHAVIOUR OF RETURN MIGRANTS

The purpose of the article is to investigate the impact of temporary employment abroad on
the reproductive activity of return migrants in Ukraine. The novelty of the study lies in es-
tablishing the quantitative effect of international migration experience on the reproductive
behavior of return migrants, determining the impact of the presence and number of siblings
on respondents’ childbearing activity. The main methods used are comparison, grouping
and indicators standardization. The baseline data and calculations presented in this publi-
cation are grounded on the results of a sample study carried out within the TEMPER project,
which has surveyed 736 persons with an experience of employment in Italy or Poland and
509 respondents who have never worked outside of Ukraine. It is found that among return
migrants one person has an average of 1.09 children, while among non-migrants the corre-
sponding figure is 1.26. To avoid the impact of differences in gender and age structure be-
tween the two categories of respondents age-specific coefficients of the average number of
children per person are calculated in the article and the procedure of their standardization is
applied. The standardized average number of children per one woman of reproductive age
from the group of return migrants is 1.10, which is only 0.01 less than the value of the actual
indicator. For women of the same age who had never worked abroad, the figure is 1.41. If
women of childbearing age with migration experience were to have on average the same
number of children as women from non-migratory group have, the total number of child-
ren of this category of persons would be 25 % higher than the actual one. The overall impact
of the educational levels of both parents on the average number of children is revealed: re-
turnees with higher education who have a partner with the same educational level have an
average 1.21 children; in couples where one partner has higher education and the other se-
condary, the corresponding figure was 1.3; in cases where both spouses have diplomas of
secondary level, the analyzed figure is 1.62 (for non-migrants, the coefficients were 1.28; 1.57
and 1.76 respectively).

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GENDER EQUALITY AND EXTREME POVERTY
ALLEVIATION IN SUB-SAHARAN AFRICA

This article assesses the link between the four pillars of gender equality and extreme poverty in
sub-Saharan Africa. Accordingly, the objective of the paper is to empirically examine whether
the four pillars of gender equality, namely women’s health, women education, political participa-
tion of women and economic participation facilitate extreme poverty alleviation in sub-Saharan
Africa. Data were collected from the World Bank development indicators and World Econo-
mic Forum Global Gender Gap Index for 25 sub-Saharan African countries whose data appear
on both indexes for three years into the SDGs era. The paper applied a quantitative approach
with secondary data on poverty gap index drawn from the World Economic Forum Poverty
Gap Index for sub-Saharan Africa. Data for twenty-five sub-Saharan African countries were
analysed using the fixed-effect panel data regression approach using the Hauseman model se-
lection test. Findings from the analysis indicate that, ceteris paribus, an increase in the three-
gender equity variables namely economic participation of women, education of women and po-
litical participation and leadership of women in sub-Saharan Africa has a significant potential
to reduce extreme poverty in sub-Saharan Africa within the sample of study. Since the findings
of this study have shown that extreme poverty can be reduced through increased women parti-
cipation in economic activity, education and leadership, the SDG of poverty alleviation can be
improved in sub-Saharan Africa through better government provision of economic, educational
and leadership opportunities for women such as providing women with free-interest small busi-
ness start-up funds, free education for women and supporting women to ascend and survive in
political and leadership positions in sub-Saharan Africa through a balanced quota for female
leadership positions. Given that the women’s health variable did not prove to be significant on
extreme poverty, further research is recommended to separate the health variable into rural
health and urban health variables in order to examine the possibility that either of the health
clusters might contribute significantly to reducing extreme poverty. This paper contributes to
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existing literature by providing an empirical evidence to show that gender equality in sub-Sa-
haran Africa is a viable policy strategy for achieving the SDGs 2030 Agenda of extreme poverty
eradication in sub-Saharan Africa; the paper also provides empirical model for future study.

Formulation of the problem. Projection indicates that by 2030 sub-Saharan
Africa will only manage to reduce its extreme poverty from the current 33.5 %
to 24 % (Brookings Institution, 2019). With this seemingly sluggish trend, Af-
rica might not meet the SDG 1 (eradicating extreme poverty by 2030 (Down-
toearth, 2018)). This implies that approximately 377 million Africans will still
be living on less than $1.90 a day (Brookings Institution, 2019). The worrying
implication thus is that by year 2030, 86 % to 90 % of world’s extreme poor will
live in sub-Saharan Africa if the current trajectory of poverty in sub-Saharan
Africa continues (Downtoearth, 2018; McKay & Steinhauser, 2018). The utmost
concern is that the women of sub-Saharan Africa seem to be more affected
than their male counterparts chiefly because of a growing rate of sub-Saharan
African women who are single parents, which exacerbates the spate of poverty
(Hamplova & Hamplova, 2011). This results in almost half of the children of
sub-Saharan Africa living in extreme poverty (World Bank, 2018). Reversing
this trend is urgently needed, but this requires the need for improved female
gender equality through various aspects of women empowerment such as edu-
cation empowerment, economic empowerment and giving the women access to
effective reproductive health care (McKay & Steinhauser, 2018; Hodal, 2018).
The core problem of this paper is that prior research on gender equality in sub-
Saharan Africa has not been classified according to the four streams of the World
Economic Forum(WEF) dimensions of gender equality, which are economic
participation, education empowerment, political empowerment, health (WEF,
2019). Accordingly, this paper contributes a novelty by applying the WEF clas-
sification of gender equality and uses it to analyse the possibility of extreme po-
verty reduction in sub-Saharan Africa. Hence, the first attempt in sub-Saharan
African article to link SDG goal 1 and SDG goal 5 (applying the WEF) classifica-
tion (so far rarely covered in the literature).

Relevance of research. The paper’s significance is that it suggests alterna-
tive approach to speed up extreme poverty alleviation, which is urgently needed
in sub-Saharan Africa. This is necessary because Africa’s patriarchy-dominated
society has continued to obstruct reasonable progression of women’s role in
economic activities; hence policy makers remain obscured to the valuable impact
of women to poverty reduction in sub-Saharan Africa. This paper is therefore
relevant for policymakers in sub-Saharan Africa as it provides empirical evi-
dence based in sub-Saharan African countries that equitable participation and
empowerment of women in education, health, economic activities and political
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roles is a veritable alternative to assisting in alleviating extreme poverty in sub-
Saharan Africa by 2030.

The purpose of the article. The purpose of this article is to analyse the rela-
tionship between the WEF four pillars of gender equality and extreme poverty
eradication in sub-Saharan Africa.

The scientific novelty of the article. This is the first empirical paper from
sub-Saharan Africa, which is operationalized and modelled on the WEF’s four
pillars of gender equality, namely economic participation, education, health and
political empowerment by relating these variables empirically with extreme
poverty reduction (SDG goal 1) in sub-Saharan Africa. Additionally, the paper
provides a novel model for further research on gender and poverty reduction in
sub-Saharan Africa and provides empirical proof of the need to apply many
years of observation for future research and women and poverty reduction in
order to produce a reasonable result.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. Some African and internati-
onal studies highlight gender issues that are related to poverty (Mantsurov &
Khrapunova, 2019; Macleod, 1999 Asongu & Odhiambo, 2020). Gender inequa-
lity exacerbates poverty in Africa, therefore poverty reduction programmes must
integrate gender equality policies (Vyas-Doorgapersad, 2014; Awumbila, 2006).
An earlier researcher concluded that the starting point for extreme poverty eradi-
cation is gender equality (Sachs, 2005). This is important for sub-Saharan Africa
because women in sub-Saharan Africa are more vulnerable to extreme poverty
(Nwosu & Ndinda, 2018). In another related research, Kes and Swaminathan
(2006) provides and empirical proof to show that time usage can be linked with
gender and poverty in sub-Saharan Africa. Asongu and Odhiambo (2019) finds
empirical evidence to show that economic participation of women reduces ine-
quality in sub-Saharan Africa. In a recent study by Asongu and Odhiambo (2020),
they applied the generalised method of moment (GMM) to provide an empirical
proof that a certain level of gender inequality threshold becomes inimical to
women’s economic contribution to society. Korosteleva and Stepien-Baig (2020)
provide an empirical analysis to show that empowering women into entrepre-
neurial roles contributes significantly to poverty alleviation in transition econo-
mies. In their research on labour market transition in Ukraine, researchers found
gender inequity wherein most young women are employed in unpaid family la-
bour (Libanova, Cymbal, Lisogor, Marchenko, & Iarosh, 2014). In their study in
Ukraine, Aksyonova and Kurylo, (2018) find an inclination amongst young
women to postpone fertility to later age whilst empowering themselves educa-
tionally and economically; this is contrary to the case in sub-Saharan Africa
where young women indulge in early procreation, which exacerbates the level of
poverty and obviates the chances of young women to achieve educational and
economic empowerment (Macleod, 1999). Furthermore, a recent study in Ukraine
has found empirical proof to show that some single women in Ukraine experien-
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ce poverty arising from inability to work while taking care of children as a lone
parent (Mantsurov & Khrapunova, 2019). Applying a systematic approach to ru-
ral gender inequality, a recent research found that household gender inequality
is rife in rural areas more than in urban areas and that such inequality exacer-
bates extreme poverty (Steffens, Knerr & Garcia, 2020). In their analysis of ob-
scured issues that catalyse poverty, Odera and Mulusa (2020) found that existing
inequality such as unpaid or underpaid women labour, child labour, denial of
women education and violence against women contribute to the upsurge of po-
verty. A closely related research has found that up to 41 % of the population in
sub-Saharan Africa live in extreme poverty, of which women are the dominant
demographic group, and concludes that empowering rural women is essential
in reducing extreme poverty in sub-Saharan Africa (Shaver, 2020). None of the
foregoing extant literature has empirically examined the linkage between the
WEF’s four pillars of gender equality (SDG goal 5) and extreme poverty reduc-
tion (SDG goal 1) in sub-Saharan Africa.

Research method. The fixed effect (FE) panel data regression analysis was
used. This is a preferred approach because FE models helps in controlling for
omitted variable bias owing to unobserved heterogeneity if this heterogeneity is
constant over time; accordingly, previous authors recommend the fixed effect
panel analysis given this ability to enhance control of omitted variable (Jansen
& Cope, 2012). Since extreme poverty eradication was not achieved for sub-
Saharan Africa during the Millennium Development Goals era, which ended in
2015, the paper included data for three years within the Millennium Develop-
ment Goals era (2013-2015) and three years within the SDG era (2016-2018),
which was used to form a panel for twenty five (25) select sub-Saharan African
countries. The selection was based on those who have complete data for the six
years period. Since there are 46 sub-Saharan African countries, the sample of
25 countries represented 54 % of sub-Saharan African countries. The sample of
25 countries was based on data availability. Future researchers are encouraged
to repeat this research when more data would have been available for more coun-
tries. Data were collected from the World Bank development indicators and
World Economic Forum’ Global Gender Gap Index for 25 sub-Saharan African
countries whose data appear on both indexes for three years into the SDGs
era (2016 to 2018), which is three years into the sustainable development era; not
all the sub-Saharan African countries have had their full data coverage available,
hence the 25 countries’ data were used in the analysis. Therefore, using the
WEF’s four pillars of gender equality, the following analysis model of four in-
dependent variables and one dependent variable (which is extreme poverty)
was used:

The World Economic Forum (2020) provides annual Global Gender Gap
Report (GGGR), which is an index on the extent to which regions have narrowed
their existing gender gap with women. The rating is thus provided by the World
Economic Forum, which is available in the web archives of the World Economic
Forum’s GGGR. The organisation has rated regional and country performance
on gender gap closure on a scale of 0-1 (or 0%-100%), a higher rating indicates
higher achievement of gender gap closure in a region or country. Accordingly,
the World Economic Forum (2020) GGGR provides their rating on the follo-
wing four pillars of gender equality (Table 1).

Main Findings. Model Summary (Holding other factors constant): drawing
from the results, the following model summary presented as a representation
of gender equality implication on extreme poverty alleviation in sub-Saharan
Africa. Table 2 presents the research findings of this article, which indicate that,
ceteris paribus, an increase in three gender equality variables, namely economic
participation of women, education of women and political participation of
women in sub-Saharan Africa has the potential to reduce extreme poverty in sub-
Saharan Africa.

This significance of the obtained results is indicated by the low p-values in
these three variables, which are less than the probability of 0.05 and the negative
signs in the regression coeflicients of the three variables, which are economic
participation of women (p-value =0.00837 with a coefficient of: -0.10002), educa-
tion of women (p-value = 0.01220, with a coeflicient of —0.24400) and political
participation of women (p-value =0.00244, with a coeflicient of -0.02233).
However, the health variable did not prove to be significantly related to extreme
poverty alleviation in sub-Saharan Africa with a high p-value of 0.21133, which
is greater than 0.05 (5 %) significant level. Also the lowest ten percentile per
capita income (according to World Bank 2020) was added to the independent

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variables; the income variable is significant at a p-value of 0.0012. In addition
to the above mentioned performance of main independent variables, time dum-
mies were used to take care of time effects on variables; however, the time
dummies are not significant. Further test of autocorrelation was conducted in
Table 3 below; according to Field (2009), a Durbin Watson p-value of 1.5 and
2.5 is indicative of no autocorrelation. Therefore, the Durbin Watson test with a
p-value of 2.100 for this article shows there is no autocorrelation (see Table 3
below). Accordingly, the results show that the WEF’s four pillars of gender equity
variables (except health) show significant negative relationship with extreme

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poverty reduction. This indicates that increase in economic participation of
women, education of women and political participation of women in sub-
Saharan Africa contributes to reducing extreme poverty in sub-Saharan Africa,
and thus points to the need for governments in sub-Saharan Africa to bolster
gender equality policy to enhance continuous improvement in gender equality
in this region given its contribution to this important United Nation’s SDG
goal of extreme poverty reduction. The result of this article confirms (Asongu &
Odhiambo, 2019) assertion that gender equality in sub-Saharan Africa can be
linked to SDG 1, which is extreme poverty eradication.

The statistical results were further confirmed with descriptive statistics re-
garding the behaviour of the variables in Table 4 below. The extent of normal
distribution of variables was tested; according to experts, variables that are nor-
mally distributed should not exhibit a distribution pattern whose skewness and/
or kurtosis exceeds +1 or fall below -1 (Hair et al., 2017). Accordingly, Table 4
below shows that both the skewness and kurtosis of the research data are normal
distributions since none of them are above +1 and none are below -1. In addition,
the coefficient of variable (CV) in Table 4 show that the coefficients are low,
which is an indication that the variables have very low variation from the mean.

Table 5 below shows that sub-Saharan African countries have not done
much to close the gender gap since the end of five years into the UN Sustainable
Development Goals era. Rather, many countries have retrogressed as the diffe-
rence between 2015 and 2020 are showing negative numbers. This is further
confirmed in Table 6, which shows that majority of sub-Saharan African coun-
tries have women’s representation in parliaments at below 15 %, which is a source
of concern.

The statistical estimates of the data behaviour are further confirmed by a
visual graphical behaviour of the variables, which appear in Figure 1 below —
showing that the oscillations of data are not spiky. Furthermore, unlike low

political participation of women in sub-Saharan Africa, Figure 2 below shows
that Economic Participation of women in sub-Saharan Africa has fairly increased
regarding the percentage of female labour force participation. In addition, im-
proved economic participation of women can also be seen in Figure 3, which
shows the reduction in time required for females to start their own new business
in sub-Saharan Africa. In terms women’s health in sub-Saharan Africa, Figure 4
shows that the risk of maternal death has fallen between the years 2000 and
2017, which is a good development. Regarding education, Figure 5 shows a mo-
derate increase in female progression to secondary education in sub-Saharan
Africa, but more is still needed to close the gap that still exists in women’s edu-
cation. Figure 6 demonstrates the very low representation of women in parlia-

ment in sub-Saharan Africa. Only five countries, namely Rwanda, South Africa,
Senegal, Namibia and Mozambique, have had a reasonable female gender repre-
sentation in parliament in sub-Saharan Africa.

Conclusions and prospects of future studies in the field. The article aimed
to examine the relationship between gender equality and extreme poverty allevia-
tion in sub-Saharan Africa. This paper is deemed apposite because Africa ac-
counts for up to 70 % of global poverty. Having stepped three years into a new era
of global development agenda — SDGs requires an assessment of the four pillars
of gender equality to identify the foremost of these factors, which may assist po-
licy makers in driving poverty alleviation goal in sub-Saharan Africa. A panel
data from the four pillars of gender equality and extreme poverty data were col-
lected from twenty-five sub-Saharan countries for 6 years. Regression results in-
dicate that, other things being equal, an increase in three pillars of gender equa-
lity, namely economic participation of women, education of women and political
participation of women in sub-Saharan Africa, can catalyse reduction in extreme
poverty in sub-Saharan Africa.
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Accordingly, based on the paper’s findings and on prior literature, the pa-
per makes the following recommendations, which can bolster extreme poverty
alleviation in sub-Saharan Africa. Since the findings of this study has shown
that extreme poverty can be reduced through increased women participation in
economic activity, education and leadership, the SDG regarding poverty alle-
viation can be improved in sub-Saharan Africa through enhanced government
provision of economic, educational and leadership opportunity for women such
as providing women with free-interest small business start-up funds to establish
small businesses, which can improve women’s economic participation. Also the
sub-Saharan African government should provide free education for women to
accelerate women’s educational empowerment in sub-Saharan Africa. The govern-
ment should also provide enabling support for sub-Saharan African women to
ascend and survive in political and leadership positions; this can be done through
a balanced quota for female leadership positions.

The article also recommends further research in the following areas. Given
that the women’s health variable did not prove to be significant on extreme
poverty, further research is recommended to separate the health variable into
rural health and urban health variables in order to examine the possibility that
either of the health clusters might contribute significantly to reducing extreme
poverty. In addition, the paper suggested that future research should further
explore the influence of effective women’s health care on extreme poverty reduc-
tion. Perhaps such future research should consider effective health care policy for
rural sub-Saharan African women. This is because previous research had iden-
tified that there is widespread lack of effective health policy for rural women
(Magoma et al., 2010; Mrisho et al. 2009). Given that many sub-Saharan African
women dwell in rural areas (Apolotical, 2018), it is imperative to consider effect
of health policy for rural women on extreme poverty. The author therefore sug-
gest that future research model should expand the model used in the foregoing
results of this paper by including additional variable, namely, effective health
policy for rural women in the research model. Hence, whilst this paper has used
four independent variables, it is suggested that further research should examine
the effect of gender equality on extreme poverty by expanding the model to six
independent variables with the addition of effective health policy for rural women.

Thus the suggested expanded model for future research is as follows:

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The above suggested future model for researching the effect of gender equa-

lity on extreme poverty is important because the literature covered in this article
suggests that rural women constitute a quarter of global population and are
often ignored by policymakers (Apolitical, 2018). The need is also heightened
by the literature assertion, which indicates that three-quarters of world extreme
poverty live in rural areas of which 70% are women (Apolitical, 2018).

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UKRAINIAN MIDDLE CLASS IN THE NEW
MILLENNIUM: TRENDS AND PROSPECTS

Ukrainian society has undergone various transformations over the past twenty years. Ad-
verse economic conditions and ineflicient income distribution policies deterred the formation
of a large middle-income group, which should become the basis of the middle class. Deve-
loped countries, which in the last century reached the peak growth of the number and im-
portance of the middle class, today indicate the process of “blurring” of this social group
against the background of growing inequality. Against the background of global trends,
Ukraine is facing a double blow — the income distribution, which is already shifted towards
low incomes, leaves no chance for positive changes in the social structure of society. The aim
of the article is to establish trends in the formation of the middle-income group in Ukraine
over a twenty-year period and assess the prospects for the formation of the middle class in
the future, taking into account today’s Ukrainian realities and global trends. The novelty of
the work is the analysis of a long series of dynamics to establish the trends of the middle-
income group according to the classical approaches for international comparisons and ac-
cording to the purely Ukrainian approach. In addition, micromodeling of incomes (expendi-
tures) for 2020, taking into account the macroeconomic situation, allows us to assess the im-
pact of the coronavirus crisis and quarantine measures on changes in the number of
middle-income groups and the prospects of the middle class in Ukraine. Within the article
classical methods of analysis of long series of data, in particular, the index method (basic
and chain indices) are used for studying the dynamic changes in the formation of middle-
income groups. In order to assess the size of the middle-income group in 2020, the method
of micromodeling is used: the 2020 microdata is modeled on the basis of the 2019 microdata
(microfile of the household living condition survey) and macro forecast data for the current
year. Analysis of the dynamics of incomes, expenditures and various property characteris-
tics of the middle-income group over the past twenty years does not show positive trends.
Quite the contrary, in Ukraine there is an impact of the global trend of “blurring” of the
middle-income group as the basis of the middle class, with its specific features in consumer
and investment behavior. The events of the last year also do not inspire optimism — by the
end of the year the general decline in living standards and the growth of poverty is expected.
In such conditions, the main burden of the crisis is expected to fall on the middle-income
group. The article also considers the problem of the importance of forming the middle class
for society and the feasibility of forming politics to this goal.

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SPATTALLY DETERMINED RISKS FOR HUMAN DEVELOPMENT

The purpose of this article is to study the spatial determinants of human development and
the content of the concept of spatially determined risk for human development. The scien-
tific novelty of research is to determine the objects, subjects, results of spatial deterministic
risk of human development. For the first time, the essence of the definition of a spatially
determined risk to human development is proposed and revealed. This further allows us to
form a theoretical and methodological basis for assessing the risks involved. The article
explores the territorial and spatial features of the process of human development by stu-
dying the factors that shape and determine it, basing on the author‘s concept of the “space
for human development”. It is determined that the spatial determinants of human develop-
ment include four groups of factors, which are the features of physical space, economic and
social environment, conditions of daily life of the population. The distinctive spatial deter-
minants carry both the opportunities for human development and the threats. Under certain
conditions, they are transformed into human development risks and anti-risks as factors of
the resilience and counteraction to risks. Generalizing the threats for human development,
four classes of threats are identified. They include: inequality (income inequality, the unequal
access to benefits, education, housing, etc.); uneven placement (hyper urbanization, hyper
polarization, the uneven placement of infrastructure or recreational areas, etc); remoteness;
inaccessibility. Separate territories can theoretically suffer from all of the above threats.
Also, basing on the individual spatial characteristics of the respective territories and the
presence of vulnerable populations, such threats may be leveled or amplified. This will reduce
or increase the probability of human development risks. The author distinguishes the main
classes of risks for human development, which are: social exclusion, health risks, life risks.
The author formulates own definition of a spatially determined risk for human de-
velopment as an objectively existing probability of the social exclusion, violation of health
of a certain severity or deprivation of life for the population of a certain territory (or cer-
tain individuals), which is connected with the action of spatially localized threats caused by
income inequality and unequal access to social benefits, uneven accommodation, remoteness
and difficult access to places of residence, work, infrastructure, including social and transport.

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ASYMMETRIC OF THE CHARACTERISTICS OF “DECENT WORK”
WITHIN THE ASPECTS OF REGIONAL HUMAN DEVELOPMENT

Applying asymmetry coefficients to investigate the “decent work” component in an index
model of regional human development is proposed. The author presents the methodology
for measuring asymmetry for aspects of human development and calculates asymmetry
coefficients for the “decent work” aspect. The article analyzes the manifestations of asym-
metry in leading regions and in regions with low subindex rate and gives the graphical rep-
resentation of asymmetry concerning to the perfectly symmetric situation and the division
of regions into groups according to the level of their asymmetry coeflicients. The main cha-
racteristics that provoke asymmetry in the regions are identified and the nature of their im-
pact on human development is determined. The Matrix form presents the results of the di-
vision of regions by the level of decent work development and the degree of asymmetry of
the component “decent work” This analysis shows that there is a significant positive rela-
tionship between the asymmetry index and the subindex rates of the decent work aspect. At
the same time, it is revealed that a low asymmetry is not always accompanied by positive
achievements.

The problems of regional peculiarities are actualized today in the context of human
development studies. There is a special interest in establishing the sub-index aspects of hu-
man development, in particular the decent work. From now on, there is a need for more
detailed methodological approaches, as well as a better analysis of the situation, process and
to find out the disproportions in the labor markets of Ukrainian regions.

The purpose of the article is to present results of measuring the asymmetry of decent
work components in an index model of regional human development. The methods of re-
search are the following: logical analysis, generalization and analogy, statistical data ana-
lysis, graphical method, economic and mathematical modeling. The methodological basis of
the presented research is the modern studies of human development. The novelty of the paper
is the implementation of the new research idea of using asymmetry coeflicients to investigate
the decent work component within an index model of regional human development.

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SOCIAL POLICY: ISSUES OF THE MODERN
CONCEPTUALIZATION OF INSTITUTIONALISM

The article is devoted to the systematization of modern theoretical views on the role of in-
stitutions in social development. The relevance of the topic is determined by the need for a
thorough analysis of modern views on the role and place of institutions in social develop-
ment in the conceptualization of different approaches to the development of institutional
theory. The novelty of the work lies in the substantiation of the directions of use in domestic
science and practice of modern approaches to institutionalism in general and various insti-
tutions in particular in order to improve the economic and social development of the country,
its regions and communities. The purpose of the article is to summarize the main latest theo-
retical views on institutional theory and the practical use of its components in the formation
of state development policy in various spheres of public life. In the process of preparing the
article, such basic research methods as systematic and multidisciplinary, as well as compara-
tive analysis were used, the joint application of which allowed to fully explore and generalize
the multifaceted and complex nature of the components of institutional theory and its use.
Scientific approaches to key components of institutional theory are considered. The main
characteristics of the concept of institutions as a common phenomenon in the social, political
and economic spheres are highlighted. Emphasis is placed on the coordinating role of insti-
tutions, the importance of studying the impact on public policy-making of both formal and
informal institutions. The approach to the analysis of institutions from the point of view of
rational and sociological behavioral models is systematized. Various scientific interpretations
of institutional theory on an interdisciplinary basis — from the point of view of organiza-
tional institutionalism, institutional economics and comparative institutionalism — are cha-
racterized and analyzed. The author identified provisions of these theoretical approaches,
which seem relevant and are of greatest interest to scientists, politicians, practitioners in the
framework of institutional analysis. In particular, the importance of socially responsible in-
vestment in the development of person, separate territory, country as a whole, as intercon-
nected and interdependent processes that characterize the development of self-regulation of
the business environment as a form of informal institutions. It is found that from the point of
view of formation and implementation of public policy by authorities of different territorial
levels, it is important to use the ideas of comparative institutionalism, in particular on the
mutual conditionality and interdependence of institutions in different spheres of public life.
The generalization of research on the implementation by countries of various institutional
forms for the improvement of development policy is out, on the basis of which the impor-
tance of complementarity of institutions, dialectically interconnected, is determined. In this
context, the key functions of institutions that are critical for the formation and implementa-
tion of development policy are described. The introduction of such an approach to evaluating
the effectiveness of institutions as “institutional distance” is analyzed.

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SELF-ORGANIZATION OF THE POPULATION IN THE CONTEXT
OF DEVELOPMENT OF SOCIAL CAPITAL OF UKRAINE

The article deals with modern features of self-organization of population in Ukraine from the
point of view of accumulation of social capital. The purpose of the article is to identify the
characteristics of the influence of self-organization on the development of social capital, ta-
king into account the directions of modern transformational changes in Ukrainian society.
Research methods: general scientific methods of analysis and synthesis are used to collect,
process and systematize research results; abstract-logical to establish the relationship between
self-organization and social capital; statistical to collect and systematize data; comparison
method - to identify whether the dynamics of various forms of self-organization correspond
to the needs of society; induction and deduction - to justify the prerequisites for strengthe-
ning social capital through self-organization. The basic theoretical approaches to the inter-
connection of the concepts of social capital and self-organization of the population are sum-
marized. On the basis of generalizations, a scheme of influence of self-organization on the
accumulation of social capital is developed, which reflects the ways of accumulation of social
capital and determinants of self-organization. The interconnection of the concepts of self-
organization of the population and its social capital, which is realized through the norms of
interaction, character of values and structure of civic involvement, is established. It is proved
that the presence of a sufficient level of social capital, manifested in trust, solidarity, identity
and responsibility, is one of the main determinants of self-organization. The levels of self-
organization of the population are distinguished with the identification of peculiarities of
influence of social capital on each of them. The influence of modern basic structural transfor-
mations in society on the self-organization of the population in the context of social capital
accumulation is evaluated. The classification of forms of self-organization on the basis of as-
sociation (production and consumer interests, values, territory of residence, volume and
speed of threats) is carried out. The dynamics of the main forms of self-organization of the
population are analyzed and it is found that it reflects the transformations in the society
that are under the influence of reforms, but its volumes do not meet the needs of public ac-
tivity of the population and are not the result of a sufficient level of social capital, but rather a
response to contemporary challenges in society. The prerequisites for strengthening social
capital through self-organization, which include identifying and supporting initiative groups
of the population, forming a system of feedback from the authorities with the public, profes-
sionalizing and expanding the subjects of social dialogue, securing against formalization and
creating transparent conditions for the activities of different forms of self-organization, are
substantiated, upgrading the skills of civil servants through the formation of public relations
competencies.

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GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS

To be considered for a publication in the journal, only research papers that have never been
published before are accepted. The article should be devoted to the relevant subjects, pre-
sent the results of a thorough study, be characterized by innovations and scientific conclu-
sions in accordance with article’s goals (specified tasks). The publication is free of charge for
the authors.

The scientific journal meets the requirements of the Law of Ukraine "On ensuring the
functioning of the Ukrainian language as the state language" from 25.04.2019 Ne 2704-VIII
Article 22 "State language in the field of science". Scientific articles and materials are pre-
pared and published in the state — Ukrainian and English languages.

The length of accepted manuscripts should be 21 pages (including references and exten-
ded summaries) of A4 format, 1.5 spacing. All margins — 2 c¢m, indent — 1.27 cm, font:
Times New Roman 14 pt saved in Word for Windows (*.doc). The articles are accepted in Uk-
rainian or English.

The author should also sign the License Agreement to agree with publication in the
Journal (the Form of Agreement is available at the web-site).

Every manuscript should be classified with UDC, JEL Classification Codes, each author
is an ORCID identifier. The scheme of situation of abbreviations, font sizes, intervals, struc-
ture of paragraphs and subparagraphs, as well as references.

At the beginning of the article, authors’ name and surname should be placed, as well as
their academic degree and rank, position, affiliation, postal and electronic address, the publi-
cationss title, summary and the key words — in two languages.

The article should consist of the next structural components: description of the re-
search problem, relevance of the theme, innovative character, analysis of the recent studies
and publications, research methods, setting of the article’s goal and tasks, the main findings of
the study, conclusions and prospects of future studies in the field. The references are placed in
the end of the article.

The Summary in Ukrainian and English should be within 300-400 words (not less
than 1,800 printed signs).

Mandatory guidelines for the Summary: informing character (no general words); well-
developed structure (successive logic of description of the article’s findings should be as-
sured); relevant (description of article’s main contents; define the study’s main tasks; sum-
marize the key findings and their importance); detailed definition of the author’s contribution
(which positions are developed, proposed, defined, justified, made, revealed, etc.); compact
character.

Author’s summary should: explain the study’s approaches, but without methodological
details; provide no references and abbreviations.

The author can do the social work in Literature once for his own scientific work. All
sources must be registered according to the international bibliographic standard APA-2010.
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All manuscripts are subjects for internal and external review by the members of the
Editorial Board, and experts from the respective research fields. The Editorial Board should
receive at least one external review and at least one internal review. To ensure the fair exami-
nation of scientific value of manuscript, an independent blind review can be used
(without mentioning the names of authors and reviewers).

The Editorial Board has a privilege to review, edit, abridge (not changing author’s
opinion), and select the manuscripts. In case of a negative review or important remarks,
the manuscript can be returned to the author (authors) for working out. Declined manu-
scripts should not be returned. The manuscripts submitted with no consideration of the
mentioned requirements, cannot be published in the Journal. The reviewed manuscripts
are examined by the Editorial Board of the Journal and recommended by the Scientific
Council of the Institute.

The author is responsible for authenticity of the information, data, references, names
and translation.

The materials that are being published in the journal reflect the view of their authors,
and not necessarily are agreeing with the position of Editorial Board.

Deadline for submission of articles to the journal:

No 1 — 20th of December (journal submission for publication in March of this year);

No 2 — 10th of March (journal submission for publication in July of this year);

No 3 — 20th of May (journal submission for publication in September);

No 4 — 10th of September (journal submission for publication in December).

The manuscript should be attached with the author’s reference.

THE PROCESS OF REVIEWING THE ARTICLES
SUBMITTED TO THE SCIENTIFIC JOURNAL
DEMOGRAPHY AND SOCIAL ECONOMY

I. Academic papers submitted to the Editorial Office have to pass through the process of
reviewing by highly qualified experts in the relevant research fields. The experts hold the
academic degrees (Doctors of Science or Candidates of Science (PhD) and have experience in
the related studies, as well as academic publications. In case of a need, the Chairman of the
Editorial Board invites additional scientific experts.

If authors’ views significantly differ from the reviewer’s views, the article is submitted to
the third party reviewer, while it is also discussed at the meeting of the Editorial Board. The
reviewers are invited by the Chairman of the Editorial Board and the Deputy Chairman.

The blind peer review of two experts is conducted for all papers.

II. The reviewer should work on the article within 10-12 business days since the date of
receipt and submit his/her review to the Editorial Board in person or by e-mail. If the reviewer
is unable to review this article (for example, due to a conflict of interest), he/she should send
the motivated rejection within 3 days.

The length of reviewing is identified individually in order to ensure the most expeditious
publication of the article, but must not exceed two weeks.

III. The review should clearly indentify the theoretical or practical significance of the
study, and estimate the links between the articlé’s title, objectives and conclusions with the
existing scientific concepts. The reviewer should evaluate author’s personal contribution to
the study of research problems, its relevance and novelty; determination of which category
the article belongs to: contains scientific results, scientific-methodical or review. It is purpo-
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seful to mention the conformity of style, logics and comprehensibility of the presentation of
research findings, as well as completeness and adequacy of representation in the title and
the extended abstracts. Authors’ conclusions might be evaluated in terms of reliability and
validity, as well as ethical considerations, including plagiarism.

The review should be based on the proposed form, signed by the reviewer with identi-
tying his afhiliation, position, academic degree and title, date of signing the review.

IV. In the review provides additional comments and suggestions for the author, the
paper is sent to the author with a confidential review.

When finalizing the articles with regard to the comments of reviewers, the author should
mark the revised text, as well as amendments in the text, tables, figures and other additional
information in order to enable the timely informing of the reviewer about the accepted
suggestions.

After article’s updating, the texts are sent to the reviewer to verify the accuracy of the
revisions and amendments.

The final decision on publishing of the article is made by the Editorial Boars after receipt
of the reviewer’s conclusion.

Academic Council of the Ptoukha Institute of Demography and Social Studies of the
National Academy of Sciences of Ukraine approve for publication and publication on the
Internet of each issue of the scientific journal.

V. The original texts of reviews are kept in the Editorial Office of the Journal for two
years.

VI. In case of the reviewers multiple critical comments, but general positive recom-
mendations for publishing, the article might be placed in the category of polemical studies
and marked with the note “Scientific discussion”
